Girl Scouts Heart of the South currently
serves only 3% of the girl population.
THERE ARE MANY GIRLS WHO
WANT TO BE GIRL SCOUTS, BUT
DO NOT HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY
due to lack of volunteer support and
family constraints. Outreach initiatives fill
some of the gaps.

In partnership with schools, Boys and
Girls Clubs, housing communities and
libraries, Girl Scouts Heart of the South is
delivering leadership, character, STEAM,
outdoor, and healthy living programs to
700 girls who otherwise would not be able
to participate. Outreach initiatives cost
the council $210,000. Thanks to Women’s
Foundation for a Greater Memphis, City
of Memphis, United Way of Lowndes
County, Gannett Foundation, Rotary Club
of Tupelo along with Rotary District 6800,
and United Way of Oxford-Lafayette
County 20% of the cost was financially
supported.
